NY DOT Pedestrian Safety Corridor Evaluation Guidelines (excerpt)

Steps to form a diverse team:
· Assemble a team that represents the diverse perspectives of engineering, enforcement and education stakeholders in the community. 
· Establish a subcommittee for each of the 3-Es. 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Include Key Partners from the following agencies and/or organizations: Department of Transportation, Local Department of Public Works, Local Planning Department, County Traffic Safety Board, Local Health Department, Law Enforcement, Governor’s Traffic Safety Committee, Metropolitan Planning Organization, Local Transit Authority, Local Schools or Universities, etc. 
· Other local partners such as Business Improvement Districts, Chambers of Commerce and large employers should also be included as appropriate. 
· The team should establish pedestrian crash reduction goals for the selected corridor, and designate subcommittee leaders to identify and evaluate engineering, enforcement, and education issues.
